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Mojeon Stone Pagoda at
Bunhwangsa Temple

National Treasure

This stone brick pagoda was built by piling bricks made of stones cut into the
shape of bricks, and it is the oldest one among the Silla pagodas. Ancient records
suggest that the pagoda originally consisted of nine stories, although only three
stories remain. The three-story body stands on a wide single-story platform. It is
believed to be built in the 3rd year of Queen Seondeok’s reign (634) of the Silla
Dynasty at the time of the foundation of Bunhwangsa Temple. In particular, the
elegant but strong guardian figures of Vajrapanis are regarded as valuable sources
of information based on the carving styles of 7th-century Silla. The pagoda was
repaired by the Japanese in 1915, during which many artifacts such as reliquaries
and beads were discovered inside the pagoda, and has been preserved since
then.

After the death of King Sinmun of the Unified Silla, his son King Hyoso built this pagoda
to honor his deceased father’s soul. In 706, after five years when King Seongdeok
ascended to the throne after King Hyoso, he placed sarira and Buddhist statues for
the two previous kings in the pagoda and prayed for the prosperity and peace of his
kingdom. The stone pagoda is smaller than the East and West Three-story Stone
Pagoda at Gameunsa Temple Site (National Treasure No. 112) and the Three-story
Stone Pagoda from Goseonsa Temple Site (National Treasure No. 38). The style of the
platform is similar to that of the two aforementioned pagodas, but it shows signs of a
change in the style of stone pagodas, which saw the number of inner pillars of the first-
story platform reduced from three to two, while the main body and roof stones were
each made of single stones, rather than of several stones. This pagoda is a value asset
in that it exhibits the characteristic form of stone pagodas of the United Silla Period, and
because it conveys the changes in style occurring in the early years of the Kingdom.
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Flagpole Supports in Guhwang—dong

City/Province-designated Tangible Cultural Heritage No. 192

The flagpole supports stand at the entrance of a temple to commemorate special
occasions such as Buddhist ceremonies or prayers.-Dang (flags) is hung at the
entrance, danggan (flagpoles) is a long pole on which flags are hung, and such
flagpoles are supported by two stone buttresses called dangganijiju. Believed to
belong to Bunhwangsa Temple, these supports have a simple feature without any
other special decoration on both pillars. The base stone that stands between the
pillars is noticeably tortoise-shaped. Each of the two flagpole supports has three
holes (bottom, middle, and top positions) for fixing the flagpole. These flagpole
supports have a unique feature of having a tortoise-shaped base stone between
both pillars and are assumed to have been built during the United Silla Period.
